During a turbulent year in the United States, the Paul Simon Public Policy Institute continued to support democracy
and promote civility. We advocated for effective and visionary public Policics and Cncouraged students to consider
carcers in public affairs. The Institute supported students with special programs, scholarships, internships, work
opportunities, and awards. We hosted compclling programs and distinguishcd spcakers, iﬂuminating critical issues,

stimulating dialogue, and elevating the Institute and Southern lllinois University.

During the course of the year, we invited excellent speakers to campus, including Scote Simon, NPRs Weekend
Edition Saturday host, John Rogcrs, founder and Co-CEQO of Ariel Investments, Tony McCombie, llinois House chublican Leader, Samuel

Freedman, professor at Columbia Journalism School, and John Palfrey, president of the MacArthur Foundation.

The Institute organized a special political roundrable in Chicago on the first day of the Democratic Convention with former Illinois congressman

Three of our signaturc programs demonstrated our cnduring commitment to lllinois: the chcwing Illinois Summit for co“cgc and univcrsity
students, the Paul Simon-Jim Edgar Award for statcsmanship in state and local government in [llinois, and the Paul Simon Dcmocracy Prize for

Former Ottawa Mayor Robert Eschbach is the recipient of the 2024
Paul Simon-Jim Edgar Statesmanship Award for his more than two
decades of visionary, practical and effective leadership as mayor and
his continuing work to make his community strong, vibrant and

optimistic.

Eschbach served as mayor of Ottawa, lllinois, from 1999 t0 2019.

Eschbach is a native of Ottawa. He attended lllinois Vaiicy Coiicgc and

graduatcd from Illinois State Univcrsity, He earned alaw dcgrcc from

the University of Illinois in Urbana-Champaign.

A native of Ottawa, Eschbach returned to his hometown after
rccciving his law dcgrcc from the Univcrsity of lllinois. He volunteered
on projccts related to environmental protection, historic prcscrvation,

and downtown and neighborhood revitalization.

He served on the city’s plan commission, zoning board and historic

pi‘csci‘vation commission before he was elected mayor in 1999.

When he became mayor, Ottawa was struggling with job loss

and a badly deteriorating downtown. Eschbach helped drafra
comprchcnsivc pian in 1999, the first in Ottawa’s history, and

later submitted a revised plan that won the 2016 American

Planning Association’s Daniel Burnham Award for Outstanding
Comprehensive Plan. He also worked with coiicagucs ona floodplain

plan that carned national awards.

He led a successtul cirywide effort to attract jobs, revitalize downtown,
dcvciop the riverfront, bcautify the city and sponsor awide array of

i:CStiVéliS and cuiturai cvents.

The annual Simon-Ed gar Statcsmanship Award is prcscntcd to
an clected state or local government ofhicial in lllinois who has
demonstrated a pattern of pubiic service characterized by vision,

courage, compassion, effectiveness, ciViiity, and bipai‘tisanship.
